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Presenting and Processing a Motion
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Speaker announces the result of the vote.

Amendments to Resolutions and Motions

Delegate rises to a microphone and waits to be recognized by the Speaker.

After discussion is complete, the Speaker calls for a vote on the motion.

Speaker repeats the motion and calls for discussion. Amendments may be made at this time.

Delegate states his/her name, chapter and position (1%t or 2" delegate) and makes a motion (see below).

Any delegate may modify the wording of a resolution or motion. Please refer to the Short Amendment Form.
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
